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1. JAMIA MILLIA ISLAMIA

Jamia Millia Islamia was founded at Aligarh in 1920 during
the Khilafat and Non-Cooperation Movement in response
to Gandhiji’s call to boycott government supported
educational institutions. Among those who enthusiastically
responded to this were Shaikhul Hind Maulana Mahmud
Hasan, Maulana Mohammed Ali Jauhar, Hakim Ajmal
Khan, Dr. Mukhtar Ahmad Ansari, Abdul Majeed Khwaja
and Dr. Zakir Husain. These eminent personalities, along
with some others, founded the Jamia Millia Islamia. They
nurtured it through the changing vicissitudes of history at
great personal risks and inconveniences.

Jamia moved from Aligarh to Delhi in 1925. Since then, it
has been continuously growing, always refurbishing its
methods, and branching out from time to time to meet new
needs. True to the ideals of its founders, it has, over the
years, tried to integrate the physical and mental development
of its students. The Jamia was made a Central University
by an Act of Parliament in 1988 vide Jamia Millia Islamia
Act 1988 (No.59 of 1988). The Degrees/Diplomas/
Certificates offered by Jamia Millia Islamia, are recognized
by all the members of the Association of Indian Universities
(AIU) and are at par with Degrees/Diplomas and Certificates
of all Indian Universities, Deemed Universities and
institutions.

Jamia reflects the original concern of its founders, which
was to encourage the indigenous roots of education. It has
cherished and has continued to encourage a critical
appreciation of the country’s history and culture and also
the history of Islam with its rich cultural and intellectual
traditions. It seeks to foster a national and cosmopolitan
perspective in its academic programmes as well as in co-
curricular activities.

Like other universities, Jamia has kept itself abreast with
development in Education, Social Sciences, Natural
Sciences, Engineering and Technology, Architecture &
Ekistics, Fine Arts, Mass Communication etc.

The medium of instruction in the Jamia Millia Islamia at all
stages of education and in all its institutions is Urdu.
However, in special cases, instructions are imparted through
the medium of English and Hindi subject to the approval of
the Academic Council. In Science and Technology and all
professional courses English is the medium of instruction
and examination.

The objectives of the University are to disseminate advance
knowledge and provide instructional, research and extension
facilities in various branches of learning. The University
endeavours to provide the students and teachers with the
necessary atmosphere and facilities for the promotion of:

(i) Innovations in education through restructuring of

2. All seats in all courses (except Ph.D) shall be filled
by an open competition conducted through an
entrance examination (85%) and interview (15%).

3. Candidates obtaining less than 33 % marks in the
Entrance Test will not be eligible for interview. There
will be no negative marking in the Entrance Tests.

4. No application/request from candidates for
rechecking/re-evaluation of Answer Scripts (of
Entrance Tests) shall be entertained.

5. There is no provision of nomination on any seat
by any authority of the Jamia and no application /
request shall be entertained in this regard.

6. Students admitted shall be subject to the provisions
of the Act, Statutes, Ordinances and Regulations of
the Jamia.

7. Jamia reserves the right to make any change/
modification in the provisions made in this Prospectus
and the same shall be duly notified and published.
The candidates shall not be informed of any such
change individually.

8. Online application forms for admission can also be
downloaded from Jamia website (http://
www.jmi.nic.in) only.

9. No candidate shall be entitled to claim admission as
a matter of right.

10. Admission to any course of the Jamia can be
cancelled, at any time, if any information furnished
by the candidate at the time of admission is found to
be incorrect.

11. The candidates, who have appeared at the qualifying
examination but whose results have not been
declared may also apply for admission. They must,
however, submit their results/marks sheet by the last
date of admission as per the list in which the name
of the student figures.

4.  GUIDELINES FOR
ADMISSION

4.1. How to obtain Application Forms :

1. Candidates seeking admission to any course (except
Ph.D. programme) at Jamia Millia Islamia during
the academic session 2009-2010 may obtain the
prescribed Application Form along with the
Prospectus from the University Counter at Jamia
Millia Islamia on cash payment (Inclusive of
Entrance Test fee) as shown in Table-I (under the
column Application Fee).

2. The application form may also be downloaded from
the Jamia's website at http://www.jmi.nic.in and
submitted along with the prescribed fee as
mentioned above.

3. The Application Form and Prospectus may also
be obtained through post by sending crossed
Demand Draft of an amount as shown in Table-I
(under the column Application Fee) drawn in
favour of "Jamia Millia Islamia" payable at
Delhi/ New Delhi along with a self-addressed
envelop of 30x25 c.m. size affixing postage
stamps worth Rs.150/- clearly indicating the
name of the course for which the Application
Form is required. The request for sending a set
of Application Form and prospectus should be
addressed to the Registrar, Jamia Millia Islamia,
Jamia Nagar, New Delhi - 110025.

        4. The cost of Prospectus along with the Application
Form for each course includes the Entrance Test
Fee. No other fee is required to be submitted at the
time of submission of the Application Form.

4.2. Submission of Application Forms for Ph.D.
programme

Application form along with the information booklet for
admission to Ph. D. Programme can be obtained from the
Office of the Controller of Examinations, Jamia
Millia Islamia, New Delhi-110025 against the payment of
Rs.100/-. However, filled in forms be submitted in the office
of concerned Department of studies/ Centre.

4.3. Submission of Application Form

(i) Application on prescribed form complete in all
respects for all courses should be submitted either
in person or by post on or before the due date. All
applications will be submitted in the offices of
the respective Faculties/ Departments/ Centres.
Admission forms will be accepted between 09:00
a.m. to 04:00 p.m. (except lunch hours) on all
working days. The Jamia remains closed on

Saturday and Sunday besides the holidays
recognised by the Jamia.

(ii) Payment of fee by cheque/ IPO/ MO shall not
be accepted.

(iii) Demand Drafts in favour of "Jamia Millia Islamia"
payable only at Delhi/ New Delhi branches will be
accepted.

(iv) The Application Fee is non-refundable and no
correspondence on this subject will be entertained.

(v) Three recent (passport size) photographs duly
self-attested should be affixed and covered with
transparent tape on the application form.
Application forms with different photographs
are liable to be rejected. These photographs are
to be pasted with gum and should not be stapled
or pinned. Xerox copies of photographs are not
acceptable.

(vi) Candidates are required to fill in separate forms
for each course in his/her own handwriting. If a
candidate submits more than one application form
for the same course, his/ her candidature is liable
to be rejected.

(vii) The applicants of the B. Tech., Diploma
Engineering (Regular/Evening) Courses should
give their choice of the branch in the respective
box as provided on the Application form for
Admission. The choice or order of preference
about various branches as filled by the applicant
in the Application form for admission shall be
treated as final. Applications on the prescribed
forms must be accompanied by a self-addressed
envelope of 10 cm x  23 cm size affixing postage
stamp of Rs.25/-.

(viii) Application Form must be filled in and duly signed
by the applicant.

(ix) In case of courses offered by the AJK Mass
Communication Research Centre, the applicant
has to submit alongwith the application form
attested photocopies of the following documents:

1. Proof of passing examinations mentioned by
the candidates in the application form together
with mark-sheet of the last examination
passed.

2. Birth Certificate (Secondary School
Certificate or High School Certificate or an
equivalent certificate)

3. Character Certificate from the Head of the
institution last attended.
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4. In case of intervening period, a certificate
from a 1st Class Gazetted Officer/ Notary for
the entire intervening period showing
candidate's preoccupations after leaving the
institution last attended will be required.

5. Migration/ Transfer Certificate from the

institution last attended and No Objection

Certificate from the employer, if employed

(In Original).

6. Two copies of recent passport size

photographs to be pasted on the application

form and hall ticket.

7. Certificate of varification of the reserved

category issued by the competent authority as

listed in para 6.2 (iv) (a) to (d).

(xi) Incomplete applications shall be summarily
rejected.

(xii) Candidates whose results have not been declared,
may also apply for admission provided they
produce the result/ certificate of the qualifying
examination by the last date of admission as per
the list in which the name of the student figures.
Any subsequent production of result/ certificate of
the qualifying examination shall not vest in the
candidate any right of admission.

(xiii) The last dates for acceptance of application forms
for each of the courses is shown in Table- I and II
(Para-51) "ADMISSION SCHEDULE OF
COURSES OFFERED BY THE UNIVERSITY
DURING THE ACADEMIC SESSION 2009-
2010" of the Prospectus.

(xiv) It must be noted that Application forms will also
be accepted by Mail/ Courier at the concerned
Faculty/ Department/ Centre (as shown in Table-
I) only, upto the last date of acceptance of forms,
as specified in the Admission Schedule. Any form
received by any means say Registered Post,
Speed Post or by Courier Services, after the last
date, as specified in the Admission Schedule shall
be rejected.

4.4. Entrance Test Details / Admission
Procedure

(i) Admission to all courses of Jamia (except Ph.D)
would be done through a written test (85%) and
interview (15%). Admission Tests for all courses
will be held at various centres in Jamia. In case of
Faculties of Engineering & Technology / Education

the centres will be located at other places in Delhi/
NCR. The schedule of Admission Tests of all
Courses is given at Table-II (Para-51)
"ADMISSION SCHEDULE OF COURSES
OFFERED BY THE UNIVERSITY DURING THE
ACADEMIC SESSION 2009-2010" of the
Prospectus.

(ii) All candidates, including candidates for reserved
seats, are required to appear at the Entrance Test
and Interview in accordance with the admission
schedule shown in Table-II (Para-51). No
intimation will be sent to the individual candidates.
In case of change in the admission schedule, if
any, a notice will be put up on the notice board of
the Faculty/Department/ Centre concerned.

(iii) Persons accompanying the candidates are not
allowed to enter the Examination Centres.
Candidates should bring their own pens, pencils
and clip boards/ pads for the written test.

(iv) Only those candidates who possess a valid Admit
Card for Entrance Test shall be permitted to
take the Entrance Test.

(v) The list of the candidates selected for interview
shall be displayed in ascending order of their
Entrance Test Roll No. The lists will be put up on
the Notice Board of the Faculty/ Department/
Centre concerned as well as on the Jamia's website
on the dates given in the admission schedule.

(vi) The lists of provisionally selected candidates as
well as of those who are on the waiting list, for
admission will be put on the Notice Boards of the
Faculty/ Department/ Centre concerned on the dates
given in the schedule.

(vii) In all courses except Ph.D, admission will be made
on the basis of merit determined by the aggregate
of marks in written test and interview as per
weightage given below:

• Entrance Test : 85%

• Interview : 15%

• In case of M.A. Social Work/HRM/MIB:
Interview 10% and group discussion 5%.

• In case of M.Phil. in English, candidates are
required to obtain 50% marks in the written
test and 50% marks in the interview to qualify
for admission.

• For the courses offerd by Faculty of
Engineering & Technology, please refer
to para 20.6.

• For the courses offered by the Faculty of
Architecture & Ekistics, please refer to para 22.1
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(viii) Candidates can collect their admit card for the
entrance test in person while submitting the
application form. Those who wish to receive the
same by post, may send a self -addressed and duly
stamped envelope (22 cm.x30 cm) with the
application form. However, the University shall not
be responsible for any postal delays or loss during
transit. If the admit card is not received in time or
lost, the candidate may contact the office concerned
along with two photographs, and the receipt issued
by the post office for having dispatched the
application form, for getting duplicate Admit Card.
For courses offered by the Faculty of
Engineering & Technology, the Admit Cards/
Hall Tickets will be sent to the candidates by
post. Please also see 20.4.(iii) for other
information relating to Admit Cards.

(ix) Candidates called for interview shall be generally
three times  the total number of seats in the course
concerned provided that they have secured at least
33% marks in the Entrance test.

(x) Candidates selected for interview are required to
bring their Admit Card issued for Entrance Test
and attested true copies along with the original
of the following documents at the time of
interview:

• Proof of passing the qualifying examination
together with the marks sheet in accordance
with the eligibility requirements for admission
as mentioned in this prospectus.

• Proof of age based on the certificate of High
School/Secondary School or an equivalent
examination.

• Character Certificate from the institution last
attended.

• Experience Certificate for candidates of
Evening/ Part time Courses. Self-employed
candidates shall provide authentic evidence
in support of their self employment.

• Proof of entitlement for a particular reserved
category issued by the competent authority.

• No objection Certificate from present
employer for candidates of evening/Part-time
courses or sponsored candidates.

• Certificate from an M.B.B.S. doctor or govt.
hospital certifying blood group (after final
selection of the candidate).

• In case an intervening period/gap is involved,
a certificate/ affidavit from a Class 1 Gazetted
Officer/ Notary Public for the entire
intervening period/gap showing candidate's
pre occupation after leaving the Institution last
attended will be required.

(xi) It is the sole responsibility of the candidate
to ensure his/her eligibility before applying
for admission to a particular course. No claim
of any sort in this matter shall be entertained.

(xii) The Syllabus for the Entrance Test can be seen
at the Jamia's website.

(xiii) Applicants are advised to read all the instructions
given in the Prospectus carefully before filling up
the Application Form.

5. RULES RELATING TO
ADMISSION

1. Admission of candidates to any Course shall be
subject to clearance from the Proctorial Department
of Jamia Millia Islamia.

2. List of selected candidates shall be displayed on the
Notice Board of the Faculty/ Department/ Centre
concerned. No intimation to the selected candidates
will be sent by post. The candidates shall be required
to get their admission completed by the date given in
the schedule.

3. All the candidates are required to submit Transfer
Certificate/Migration Certificate in original within 60
days from the date of admission.

4. If a candidate fails to complete the admission
formalities by the prescribed date, he/she will
automatically forfeit his/her right of admission.

5. The Jamia reserves the right to refuse admission in
any individual case without assigning any reason.

6. Admission of a candidate may be cancelled at any
time, if any information furnished by the candidate at
the time of admission is found to be incorrect or that
the candidate has been wrongly admitted due to any
reason.

7. The admission of a candidate will not be completed
unless he/she has an Identity Card issued by the
Proctor's Office. Admission is liable to be cancelled,
if a student does not have an Identity Card issued and
entered in the Proctor's Office register within the
stipulated time.

8. No candidate will be allowed to take up a job while
pursuing a full time Course. Those, who are employed
at the time of admission, will be required to produce
a certificate of leave from their employer within one
month from the date of admission failing which their
admission will be cancelled.

9. No candidate, studying a regular full time Course in
Jamia will be allowed to take any other regular
examination, except courses under Career Oriented
Programmes of UGC, simultaneously either from
Jamia or any other university/Institution etc.
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10. A student who fails in the Annual/Semester
Examination or who could not appear for the Annual
Examinations for reasons other than shortage of
attendance will not be re-admitted. However, he/she
may be allowed to reappear as an ex-student in the
next annual examination. The concerned Faculty/
Department/Centre may provide to such students the
facility of attending classes/sessional test etc.

11. A student of I-year/ I-Semester of any course who is
detained due to shortage of attendance will no longer
remain the student of the University. Such students
will have to seek fresh admission and will be required
to go through the entire admission process.

12. A student of other than I-year/I-Semester of any course
who has not taken examinations due to shortage of
attendance may be given re-admission in the same
class of that Course. In case, he/she fails to fulfill the
requirement of attendance after being given re-
admission he/she shall not be given another chance.

13. A candidate, who has taken admission to any Course
as a full time regular student will forfeit his right as
an ex-student in Jamia and will not be allowed to
appear at any Examination of Jamia as an ex-student,
except in the case of improvement.

14. It is clarified that a student on completing a
professional Course shall not be allowed to pursue
another professional Course. However, this shall not
preclude a student from securing admission in a higher
Course from the same academic stream. The above
exclusion is subject to other conditions and
requirements laid down by the Academic Council
from time to time in various Courses.

15. Candidate seeking admission for regular courses after
a gap of three or more academic years after taking
Certificate/ Diploma/ Degree/ Post-Graduate Degree,
may be considered for admission by the Admission
Review Committee consisting of the Shaikh-ul-Jamia
(Vice-Chancellor), the Dean, Students' Welfare, the
Dean of the Faculty concerned, the Head of the
Department concerned, and the Proctor.

* If the gap period of the foreign students is to be
considered by ARC, the Foreign Student Advisor be
invited in a meeting as special invitee.

16. Fresh admission to the new Course will be granted to
only those students whose results of the qualifying
examinations are completed in all respect by the last
date of admission as per the list in which the name of
the student figures. The candidates of the Faculty of
Engineering and Technology must produce their
results/marks sheet at the time of interview.

17. Re-admission: All the students other than those of 1st
year of a Course must complete re-admission within
1 month from the date of announcement of results/by
the prescribed date, whichever is later. In case of

failure to pay the fee as mentioned above, an additional
amount of Rs. 100/- to be charged, provided the dues
are cleared within 10 days. After this, the name of
student shall be struck off from the rolls and he/she
will be re-admitted on an additional payment of 200/
- within 2 months from the date of announcement of
result/by the prescribed date, whichever is later.

18. Jamia Millia Islamia recognizes the approved degrees
of all central universities, state universities,
institutions of national importance and reputed foreign
universities, provided that their equivalence has been
established by the competent authorities. Besides, the
university also recognizes certain qualifications from
the reputed madrasas as well, the details of which are
given in para 52 of the prospectus.

19. A student shall not ordinarily be allowed to change the
optional/subsidiary subject(s) of a course, unless the
same is applied for and permitted within four weeks
from the date of admission. Such applications should
be submitted to the Dean of the Faculty with the consent
of the Head(s) of the Department(s) concerned.

20. The verification process of students admitted in
various courses of the University shall be done by
the office of the Dean of the concerned Faculty/
Centre after completing admission process and in
case any discrepancy, appropriate police/criminal
action shall be taken against the erring students.

21. Migration certificate of all students should be
submitted within 60 days of the date of admission,
failing which the admission of the student is liabled
to be cancelled.

22. Self-attested photograph should be pasted and then
covered with transparent tape.

6.  RESERVATION OF SEATS
6.1. Reservation of Seats

(i) Save as otherwise provided, seats in various courses
shall be reserved or special provisions be made for
certain categories of candidates, and procedure to
be adopted for purpose of admission as per details
given below or as may be decided from time to time
by the Majlis-I-Talimi (Academic Council).

(ii) Candidates seeking admission under the reserved
categories shall be required to fulfil the prescribed
admission requirement of the course.

(iii) The relaxation in the minimum prescribed
percentage of marks in the qualifying examination
for admission to a course shall be permissible only
in one of the categories.

(iv) If a candidate in the reserved category qualifies
for admission in the general category he/she shall
be transferred to the general category.
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6.2. Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes

22.5 % of seats in all courses will be reserved for Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes candidates in the following
order:

(i) 15% of seats will be reserved for Scheduled Castes
and 7.5 % for Scheduled Tribes.

(ii) The reservation, as mentioned in sub-para 6.2(i)
above, is interchangeable i.e. if sufficient number
of candidates are not available to fill up the seats
reserved for Scheduled Tribes, they may be filled
up by suitable candidates from Scheduled Castes
and Vice-versa.

(iii) Candidates belonging to Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes will be given relaxation to the
extent of 5% in the aggregate of marks obtained in
the qualifying examination.

(iv) The applicant in this category must submit at the
time of interview a certificate of verification from
one of the following authorities:

(a) District Magistrate/ Additional District
Magistrate/ Collector/ Deputy Commissioner/
Additional Deputy Commissioner/Deputy
Collector/First Class Stipendiary Magistrate/
City Magistrate (not below the rank of First
Class Stipendiary Magistrate)/ Sub-Divisional
Magistrate/ Taluka Magistrate/ Executive
Magistrate/Extra Assistant Commissioner.

(b) Chief Presidency Magistrate/ Additional Chief
Presidency Magistrate/Presidency Magistrate/
Revenue Officer not below the rank of Tehsildar.

(c) Sub-Divisional Officer of the area where the
candidate and/or his/her family normally
resides.

(d) Administrator/Secretary to Administrator/
Development Officer (Locative and Minicoy
Islands).

(v) An Application Form received without the
certificate of varification of the claimed category
is liable to be rejected.

(vi) The vacant seats of SC/ST which can not be filled,
due to non-availability of either Scheduled Caste
or Scheduled Tribe candidates or both, with the
pass marks in the entrance test, if any, may be
thrown open to the general category in that year
after notification and obtaining concurrence of the
Special Commission for Scheduled Castes/Tribes
of the University Grants Commission and Ministry
of Human Resource Development.

6.3. Persons with Disabilities

3% seats in all courses will be reserved for physically
challenged persons in accordance with the Persons with
Disabilities (Equal Opportunities, Protection of Rights and
Full Participation) Act 1995. Candidates under this category
will be given relaxation to the extent of 5% marks in the
qualifying examination. Person suffering from not less than
forty percent (40%) of any disability as certified by a
competent medical authority, would be considered for
admission under this category.

It is clarified that the maximum prescribed period(s) for
passing the examination of a Course shall be extended by
two years in case of Physically Challenged persons.
However, in appropriate and very exceptional cases, the
Shaikhul Jamia (Vice-Chancellor) may further extend the
said period by another period of one year in case of Visually
Challenged persons only.

6.4. Internal (Jamia) Students

25% seats in all courses will be filled by internal students
of Jamia who have passed their qualifying examination from
the Jamia provided they fulfil the minimum requirements
for the course and qualify the prescribed Entrance Test(s),
unless otherwise specified.

NOTE: Students permitted to appear in various
examinations of Jamia as Private Candidates/
Distance Mode, shall not be entitled for
consideration under this category

7.  SPECIAL PROVISIONS FOR
ADMISSIONS

7.1. Outstanding Players

1. A specified number of seats not exceeding 5% in
both the under-graduate and post-graduate non-
professional courses may be earmarked by the
Academic Council for admission of outstanding
players and sports persons, who have represented
their Universities/Region/State, provided that they
fulfill the minimum eligibility requirements
prescribed for seeking admission to various
Courses.

2. Such students will be nominated by the Shaikhul
Jamia (Vice-Chancellor) over and above the seats
allotted to each Course, on the recommendation of
the Games and Sports Committee.

3. Relaxation to the extent of 5% of marks in the
aggregate or in the subject concerned, as the case
may be, will be given to such candidates.

4. There shall be no such concession for outstanding
players for admission to B.Tech./B.E./B.F.A./BBS/
M.Tech./M.A. (Mass. Comm.)/M.Sc. Electronics/
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MBA/MCA/M.F.A./M.Ed./ M.Ed. (Special) M.A.
(Education)/ M.Ed. (Elementary)/ B.Ed./ B.Ed.
(Nursery)/ B.Ed. (Special)/Diploma in Engineering/
Diploma in ETE/ Advanced Diploma in Computer
Assisted Cartography/ Advanced Diploma in
Remote Sensing and GIS Application/ Diploma in
Counselling Psychology/B.A., LL.B. (Hons.) and
in such other courses as  prescribed by Academic
Council from time to time and in self-financing
courses.

5. Undertaking from the sportsmen/ sportswomen:

(a) All the sports persons selected for admission
under sports quota, shall have to give an
affidavit for their conduct/ participation in
practice/ representing university team on
being selected to do so, before they are
admitted.

(b) All the original sports certificates shall be kept
in the custody of Office of the Games and
Sports for at least one year. The Director,
Physical Education shall get the certificates
of at least 10% of the total admission under
sports quota verified from the parent
association issuing the certificates.

(c) At the time of submission of sports form, a
trial slip containing the photograph of the
player shall be issued which the candidate has
to bring at the time of the trial.

7.2. N.C.C. Cadets

1. Relaxation to the extent of 5% of marks in the
aggregate or in subject concerned, as the case may
be, will be given to N.C.C. cadets having the following
N.C.C. Certificates for admission to all Courses:

• "A" or “B” Certificate for admission to
undergraduate courses.

• "C" Certificate for admission to Postgraduate
Courses.

2. Students admitted on the basis of N.C.C. will have
to continue in the N.C.C. at least for one year.

3. The relaxation of marks on the basis of N.C.C.
Certificate shall be permissible only on the
production of a certificate duly verified by the
N.C.C. Officer of the Jamia.

7.3. N.S.S. Volunteers

1. N.S.S. Volunteers, who have attended two 10 days'
Special Camps and one National Integration Camp
or Republic Day Camp may be given a relaxation of
2% marks in the aggregate or in subject concerned
as the case may be, for admission to all Courses.

2. Relaxation of marks given on the basis of N.S.S.
certificates shall be permissible only on the
production of relevant certificates duly verified by
the N.S.S. Programme Coordinator of the Jamia.

7.4. Kashmiri Migrants

1. Kashmiri migrants need to apply and go through
the complete process of admission. Their admission
will be considered over and above the total number
of seats but not exceeding one seat in technical/
professional courses and in other courses not
exceeding 5% of the total seats in a course.

2. The candidates seeking concession in admission
under this category will be required to submit
certificates in support of their claim of being
Kashmiri migrants obtainable from the registered
Divisional Commissioner, Govt. NCT of Delhi,
New Delhi.

8. IDENTITY CARD
The admission of a candidate will not be completed unless
he/she has an Identity Card issued by the Proctor's Office.
The admission is liable to be cancelled, if a student does
not have an Identity Card issued and entered in the Proctor's
Office Register within a month of admission.

9. HOSTEL ACCOMMODATION
1. Limited Hostel Accommodation for the students exists

at present.

2. The students desirous to be admitted in the hostels
should contact Provost, Halls of Residence Boys/
Girls, Jamia Millia Islamia, New Delhi.

3. Students allotted hostels are required to pay
approximately Rs.4000/- per annum in three
installments excluding Mess charges. The particulars
regarding rules, fees etc., are given in the Hostel Bye-
Laws, which may be had from the Provost Office
against payment of prescribed cost.

4. No hostel facility is given to part-time students,
distance mode or private candidates of any Course.

10. ATTENDANCE
1. Students shall be required to be regular in their classes

and attend not less than 75% of the aggregate of
lectures/ tutorials/ practicals of all compulsory/
optional/ honours and subsidiary subjects in order to
be eligible to appear in the examinations. In the case
of B.A. (Hons.) Social Work, M.A. Social Work and
M.A. HRM the students shall be required to fulfill
this requirement separately for theory classes and
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fieldwork and the attendance of the two components
shall not be merged.

2. A student must pay his/her fees and obtain his/her
admission slip. This must be presented to concerned
teachers in order to get the name included in the
attendance register of the subject concerned.

3. If a student does not get his name registered in the
classes within 30 days of depositing the fee, his
admission shall stand cancelled. No requests for re-
admission shall be entertained.

4. In case of B. A. LL.B. (Hons.), a student shall be
required to put in minimum attendance of 66% of the
lectures for each of the subjects as also at the Moot
Courts and Practical Training Courses.

Provided that in exceptional cases for reasons to be
recorded and communicated to the Bar Council of
India, the Dean of the Faculty of Law may condone
attendance short of those required by this Rule, if the
student had attended 66% of the lectures in the
aggregate for the Semester or annual examination as
the case may be. The above exclusion is subject to
other conditions and requirements laid down by the
Academic Council from time to time in various
Courses.

5. Attendance of the students shall be counted from the
date of admission in the respective classes.

6. If a student is found to be continuously absent from
the class without information for a period of 30 days
or more (15 days in case of Faculties of Engineering
& Technology/Architecture & Ekistics/Education) his/
her name shall be struck off the rolls.

7. The statement of attendance will be displayed on the
Notice Board of the Faculty/Department/Centre from
time to time. Students are required to keep themselves
acquainted with regard to the position of their
attendance.

8. Request for relaxation in attendance on account of
participation in the official functions of N.C.C., N.S.S.,
University Sports and other activities organized by the
University must be sent to the Dean of the Faculty/Head of
the Department within 15 days of the function/activity.

9. A relaxation to the maximum extent of 15% of the
total attendance shall be accorded to student on the
grounds as mentioned in the relevant Ordinance.

11. STUDENTS DISCIPLINE
Discipline includes the observance of good conduct
and orderly behaviour by the students of the
University. The following and such other rules as
framed by the University from time to time shall
be strictly observed by the students of Jamia:

1. Every student of Jamia shall maintain discipline and
consider it his/her duty to behave decently at all
places. Men students shall, in particular, show due
courtesy and regard to women students.

2. No student shall visit places or areas declared by
the Proctor as "Out of Bounds" for the students.

3. Every student shall always carry his / her Identity
Card issued by the Proctor. Every student, who
has been issued the Identity Card shall have to
produce or surrender the Identity Card, as and
when required by the Proctorial Staff, Teaching
and Library Staff and the Officials of the
University.

4. Any student found guilty of impersonation or of
giving a false name or found guilty of forgery
shall be liable to disciplinary action.

5. The loss of the Identity Card, whenever it occurs,
shall immediately be reported in writing to the
Proctor.

6. Ragging in any form is prohibited in the
University and those found indulging in act(s)
of ragging shall be punished.

11.1. Breach of Discipline, inter-alia, shall
Include:

(i) No smoking or eatables are allowed inside the
studios/control room, editing rooms or classrooms.
Students shall maintain professional decorum and
consider it their duty to behave decently at all times
and places. No instances of misbehaviour or sexual
harassment shall be tolerated. The rules for
discipline and classroom behaviour will be given
at the time of admission.

(ii) Irregularity in attendance, persistent idleness or
negligence or indifference towards the work
assigned;

(iii) Causing disturbance to classes, offices, libraries,
auditoriums, play grounds etc. ;

(iv) Disobeying the instructions of teachers or the
authorities;

(v) Misconduct or misbehavior of any nature at the
time of elections to the student bodies or at
meetings or during curricular or extra-curricular
activities of the University;

(vi) Misconduct or misbehavior of any nature at the
Examination Centre;

(vii) Misconduct or misbehavior of any nature towards
a teacher or any employee of the University or any
visitor to the University;

(viii) Causing damage to spoiling or disfiguring the
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property/ equipment of the University;

(ix) Inciting others to do any of the aforesaid acts;

(x) Giving publicity to misleading accounts or rumours
amongst the students;

(xi) Mischief, misbehavior and / or nuisance committed
by the residents of the hostels;

(xii) Visiting places or areas declared by the Proctor as
out of bounds for the students;

(xiii) Not carrying the Identity Card issued by the Proctor
without any valid reason;

(xiv) Refusing to produce or surrender the Identity Card
as and when required by Proctorial and other Staff
of the University; and

(xv) Any other conduct anywhere, which is considered
to be unbecoming of a student. Students found
guilty of breach of discipline shall be liable to such
punishment, as FINE, CAMPUS BAN,
EXPULSION, OR RUSTICATION.

(xvi) However, no such punishment shall be imposed
on an erring student unless he is given a fair chance
to defend himself. This shall not preclude the
Shaikhul Jamia (Vice-Chancellor) from suspending
an erring student during the pendency of
disciplinary proceedings against him.

(xvii) All powers relating to discipline and disciplinary
action in relation to student shall vest in Shaikhul
Jamia (Vice-Chancellor). However, the Shaikhul
Jamia (Vice-Chancellor) may delegate all or any
of his powers as he deems proper to the Proctor or
to the Discipline Committee as the case may be or
any other functionary of the University.

(xviii) Powers relating to discipline/misconduct shall be
regulated by Statute 31 read with Section 30 of
J.M.I. Act, 1988.

(xix) All admissions shall be subject to vetting of past
conduct of the applicant by the Proctorial
Department  of the University.

Note: In order to maintain peace and to ensure
academic stability on the Campus, the character
antecedents of all applicants shall be duly
scrutinised by the Proctorial Department of the
University. Jamia Millia Islamia reserves the
right to deny applicants with tainted record of
indiscipline, admission(s) on the rolls of the
University.

11.2. Rules and regulations regarding Care of
Equipment:

Equipment is an important resource of the University. It is

highly expensive and hard to replace. Rules for issue,
handling and return of equipment will be prescribed from
time to time which students would be required to follow
strictly. In particular, the following discipline in the matter
of handling the equipment will be observed by all students:

(i) Equipment will be issued by the Stores officer to the
students on due authorisation by the teacher
concerned.

(ii) Each student to whom equipment has been issued will
sign a receipt.

(iii) Equipment issued from Technical stores is not
transferable. Any physical damage to equipment will
be the direct responsibility of the students/group of
students in whose name equipment is issued.

(iv) Equipment once issued should be returned to the
Stores within the due date of return. Students returning
the equipment late will be fined.

(v) No student will handle equipment without the
authorisation of a teacher or an instructor.

(vi) Booking of in house equipment facilities duly signed
by authorized staff should be submitted in advance.

(vii) If any booking of equipment/production facilities or
transport is cancelled by the student without proper
authorisation, the student will be suitably penalised.

(viii) Students must immediately inform the maintenance
staff and teacher, of any faults they experience while
handling the equipment.

(ix) Students will use the equipment or any other facility
strictly for making programmes assigned to them by
their teachers. In no case are they allowed to use the
equipment for making programmes for outside
agencies. Breach of this instruction will be treated as
breach of discipline and render a student liable to
severest disciplinary action.

(x) If a student loses or damages equipment issued to him
or her, he or she should immediately inform the office
i.e. Stores/Faculty/ Administration giving full details
of circumstances leading to the loss or damage of
equipment.

(xi) Student who has lost or damaged the equipment will
be required to replace it within reasonable time, the
identical piece(s) or part of the equipment or pay the
current market value of the equipment. Failing this,
student will not be permitted to attend the classes and
he/she will not be allowed to appear in the
examination and his/her admission will also be
cancelled. Simultaneously, the loss or theft of
equipment will be reported to the police.
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(xii) Cost of any damage by a student to the equipment of
the Jamia will be determined by the Jamia and realised
within the time prescribed by the authorities. Failure
to make goods the loss would lead to cancellation of
admission.

(xiii) In case of damage or loss to any equipment by students
working in a group, the fine will be levied collectively
on the assigned group.

(xiv) At the time of admission an undertaking will also be
taken from the student to this effect.

12. DR. ZAKIR HUSAIN
LIBRARY

Dr. Zakir Husain Library is the Central Library of the
University. The Library has a rich collection of about 3.50
lac books, microforms,periodical volumes, manuscripts and
rare books.  The library subscribes to 450 print journals
and provides access to about 6,000 full-text e-journals on
Sciences, Social Sciences, Arts, Humanities, Islamic Studies,
Law, Engineering and Technology through 26 major e-
databases. Besides, there are specialized subject collections
in some Faculty and Centre Libraries.

The library has online catalogue of its collections, and
provides automated circulation.  The library provides inter-
library loan services, and is a member of Delnet, Inflibnet,
British Library and American Centre Libraries. The library’s
Digital Resource Centre provides access to the e-journals,
e-thesis (Jamia) and other e-resources. The library facilities
are open to all bonafide students of Jamia. The students are
advised to enroll for membership and obtain barcoded
library cards.

13. FINANCIAL SUPPORT
SYSTEM

The University offers a number of scholarships, both to
undergraduate and postgraduate students. Most of these
scholarships are merit based. However, support is also
available to students belonging to economically weaker
sections of the society through the Students Aid Fund. The
office of the Dean, Students' Welfare also processes various
scholarships instituted by state governments for students
belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes as well
as those instituted by Private Trusts and Foundations. Further
details of these scholarships are available on the university
website as also with the office of the Dean, Students'
Welfare. The students of distance mode and part-time
courses are not eligible for Scholarships/ Aid Fund.

14. GENERAL RULES REGARDING
FEES AND ACCOUNTS

(i) Fees shall be accepted by the bankers of the Jamia
in cash and not by cheques. Demand Draft will be
accepted by the Cash Section, Finance & Accounts
Office, JMI.

(ii) All fees are payable in lump sum at the time of
admission. Course-wise Fees is shown at Para 47.

(iii) Part payment is not allowed except in those courses,
which have notified this facility in the prospectus.

(iv) After completing all admission formalities for 1st
year, if a student changes his/her course of studies,
full fee for the new course shall be paid by the
student by the prescribed date of new course,
however the deposited full fee of old course may
be refunded.

(v) In case of cancellation of admission within a month,
all charges except admission fee will be refunded.
However, in case of self-financing courses, 80%
of the fees will be refunded.  In other cases, the
fees except caution money shall not be refunded/
adjusted/ carried over in any circumstances. No
correspondence in this   regard will be entertained.
(No Fee refund is permissible in B. Lib. &
Information Science (BLIS) course.)

(vi) If a student does not claim the refund of his/her
credit balance within one year of leaving the Jamia,
the amount standing to his/her credit shall be
credited to the Central Scholarship Fund.

(vii) The Caution Money will be refunded only after
examination results are announced. If it remains
unclaimed for more than one year from the date of
announcement of the result, it shall not be refunded
and shall be credited to the Central Scholarship
Fund.

(viii) Students admitted to the Evening Courses of
Advanced Diploma, Diploma and Certificate in
addition to full-time course of the Jamia shall be
charged the following fees.

a) Tuition Fee

b) Admission Fee

c) Sessional/ Syllabus Fee

d) Examination Fee

e) Subject Association Fee

f) Caution Money

(ix)(a) Regarding Fees (except Ist year):

    (i)     Without Late Fee: Within one month from the date
of announcement of result or by the prescribed date,
whichever date is later,

    (ii)   With a Late Fee of Rs.100/-: Within 10 days from
the date given on the ‘fee-slip’,
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    (iii)  With a Late Fee of Rs. 500/-: Within 2 months from
the date of announcement of result or by the
prescribed date, whichever date is later,

    (iv) If the fee is not deposited within the time limit fixed
at clause his/her name will be struck off from the
rolls but he/she may be re-admitted after getting
permission from the Vice-Chancellor with late fee
of Rs. 500/-.

(x)(b) In case of Re-evaluation/Compartment
Examination:

     (i)    Without Late Fee: Within 15 days from the date of
announcement of result with the permission from
the Dean/Director/Principal concerned,

     (ii) After this, he/she may only be re-admitted after
getting permission from the Vice-Chancellor.

    (xi)  In case of failure to pay fee (except Ist year/Ist
semester) in respect of the B. A. (Hons.) Social
Work, M. A. Social Work and M. A. HRM course,
within 15 days from the date of announcement
result/by the prescribed date, whichever is later,
additional amount of Rs. 100/- will be charged
provided the dues are cleared within one week. No
further opportunity will thereafter be provided for
readmission. Late submission of fee in spite of
paying the late fee will not entitle the students for
seeking any relaxation in attendance for either
theory classes or fieldwork.

(xii) Fee for activities like educational tour/camps etc.
are left to the Department to decide considering
the number of students and the expenses to be
incurred on tours/camps. No subsidy of any kind
would be available for this activity from Jamia
except where educational tour is a part of syllabus
and its marks are counted for determining the
division

(xiii) Dependants of staff members of Jamia shall not be
required to pay caution money, if a staff member
gives guarantee in writing to the effect that the
caution money, whenever required to be paid may
be deducted from his/ her salary.

(xiv) The employees of Jamia and their sons/ daughters/
spouse are exempted from the payment of tuition
fee and medical fee except in self-financed courses
and courses with differential fee.

(xv) The fee given in the prospectus is only for one
academic year and enhancement of fee will be
applicable to all the concerned classes of different
years.

(xvi) Old Students shall pay the fee as per prospectus
issued for the current academic session.

(xvii) The fee from the old students who are admitted in
such courses, which are not existing presently, shall
be governed by the old prospectus.

(xviii) If the last date for payment of fees falls on holiday,
the fees shall be paid on the next working day
without fine.

(xix) Fee deposited through prescribed fee slip within
due date (given on fee-slip) shall be accepted for
the purpose of admission. No correspondence
shall be entertained for refund/adjustment etc., If
payment was not made on proper fee slip issued
by the authorised office and / or without due date.

NOTE: All fees and charges, wherever given in the
Prospectus, are subject to revision even during
the academic session 2009-10.

I.   PROSPECTUS & APPLICATION FORM

The University Prospectus, stating all admission guidelines,
eligibility criteria can be accessed on the website
www.jmi.nic.in.

The application forms with prospectus can be had from the
university on payment. Application forms can also be
downloaded from the website. A bank draft of prescribed
fee as the cost of application fee etc. is to be attached with
the downloaded application forms.

The application forms under self-financing category, for
which the candidate has to appear for the entrance test and
interview, shall be submitted to the Head/Dean of the
concerned Department/Faculty.

Supernumerary applications shall be collected from and
submitted (with translated and attested copies of the
documents) to the office of the Foreign Students’ Advisor
(FSA Office) on cash payment of Rs. 200/-. The form can
also be downloaded from the website of Jamia. A bank draft
of Rs. 200/- is required with downloaded forms.

II.   VISA REQUIREMENTS

Only persons entering the country on STUDENT VISA,
ENTRY VISA, and DIPLOMATIC VISA shall be eligible
to apply for admission to a particular course. Applicants
holding Tourist Visa shall not be eligible for admission to
any course.

An applicant shall be
considered under this category on satisfying the
following conditions:

(a) The term "Non-Resident Indian" shall be as per
the Income Tax Law.  However, notwithstanding
any amendment in such laws, all rights,
obligations and duties flowing and subsisting at
the time of submission of application shall be
respected and mandated till finalization of the
course applied for;

(b) Valid foreign visa of parent(s).

(c) Bank statement of parent(s).

(d) A valid work permit and resident permit from the
country/place of residence.

(e) Affidavit for Bank guarantee for financing the
entirety of expenses to be incurred by applicants.

There is no provision of admission to NRI sponsored
applicants at any course of the University.

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V.  (A) GENERAL RULES

1. Applicants in this particular category should fulfill the
minimum eligibility conditions prescribed for
admissions as per the requirements of the course
applied for.

2. The course on which eligibility is to be relied upon
must be included in the list of the Association of Indian
Universities (AIU).

3. In case the University/Board is not included in the
said list, the candidate has to obtain and submit an
Equivalence Certificate to this effect from the
Association of Indian Universities.

4. All attestations must be done by the concerned
Embassy/High Commission/Consulate of the relevant
country in India.  Documents without attestation shall
be summarily rejected.

5. Foreign students (except Ph.D. students) admitted in
Jamia shall produce STUDENT VISA within one
month of completion of admission. In case of failure
to obtain a visa within the stipulated period, the
admission shall stand cancelled. A copy of this visa is
to be submitted in the Office of the Foreign Students'
Advisor, JMI.

6. Candidates applying from their own country should
get their transcripts attested by the concerned
accredited authorized government agency as also duly
certified by the Indian Embassy or Consulate.

7. English translation of transcripts, duly attested, should
be provided wherever necessary.

8. All foreign students (old/new) are required to fill a
registration form available with the Office of Foreign
Students’ Advisor (FSA), JMI within 15 days of
joining the course.  Bonafide certificates shall not be
issued if this is not complied with.

9. Course Material will be provided on payment, if
required.

10. Field Studies will be organized as per the decision of
the Faculty.

11. All new foreign students are required to submit a
certificate for HIV Test duly attested by the Medical
Officer, Ansari Health Centre, Jamia Millia Islamia,
New Delhi.

12. The foreign nationals seeking admission for regular
courses after a gap of three or more academic years
after taking Certificate/Diploma/Degree/Post-
Graduate Degree, may be considered for admission
by the Admission Review Committee consisting of
the Shaikh-ul-Jamia (Vice-Chancellor), the Dean,
Students’ Welfare, the Dean of the Faculty concerned,
the Head of Department concerned and the Proctor.

* If the gap period of the foreign students is to be

considered by ARC, the Foreign Student Advisor be
invited in a meeting as special invitee.

(B) RULES FOR FEES & ACCOUNTS

concerned bank. In case the fee deposited by DD
in US $, fee-slip will be issued after realization
of Demand Draft.

6. Request for cancellation of admission under NRI/
Supernumerary/ Self Financing category is to be
made within a month, 80% of the fees will be
refunded in Indian Rupees within one year from
the date of cancellation. In other cases, the fees
except Security Deposit shall not be refunded/
adjusted/ carried over in any circumstances. No
correspondence in this regard will be entertained.

7. In case of failure to pay fee (except in 1st year)
within one month from the date of announcement
of result or by the prescribed date, whichever is
later, an additional amount of Rs.1000/- will be
charged upto 10 days.

Students' Advisor with translated and certified/
attested copies of the certificates, passport, visa and
synopsis for onward transmission to the concered
faculty/ department/centre.

(iii) The candidates applying under Self-financing
category shall appear before the Board of Studies
of the concerned department/centre.

(iv) The concerned faculty/department/centre of studies
decision taken, regarding the application of foreign
national, on the basis of which, a letter will be
issued to the candidates by the FSA Office for
necessary action.

(v) All Ph.D. candidates (foreign nationals) shall have
the approval of the Ministry of Human Resource
Development (Government of India) for their

Research Project and authorization of Research
Visa.

(vi) The relevant forms are available in the Office of
Foreign Students' Advisor.  The same shall be
submitted to the Head of the concerned department/
faculty/center along with 7 copies of the synopsis
to be forwarded to HRD Ministry.

(vii) Under no circumstances can the topic of
research be changed after the approval of H.R.D.
Ministry.

(viii) Final admission to a Ph.D. programme is given only
on production of RESEARCH VISA.

IX. GENERAL INFORMATION

1. Admission under Supernumerary seats

Applicants seeking admission to courses of this
University are advised  to send their applications on
the  prescribed form (which can be had from the
Office of the Foreign Students' Advisor on payment
of Rs. 200/- or can be downloaded from the
university website www.jmi.nic.in along with

A Bank Draft of Rs. 200/- is to be attached to
downloaded application.

2. Scholarships

University does not have any provision for
scholarships for foreign students. However, some
scholarships are granted by the Government of
India under various schemes.   Candidates are
advised to contact the nearest Indian Diplomatic
Mission for necessary information about these
scholarships.

3. Climate and Clothing

The university campus is situated in South Delhi.
The climate varies considerably through the year.
The maximum temperature in summer varies
between 40ºC and 45ºC.  In the winter, it is in the
range of 18ºC and 22ºC. Students, therefore, require
warm winter clothing as well as light summer
clothing.

4. Ansari Health Center

All resident foreign students in the university
campus have to be registered with the Ansari Health
Center.  The Center shall refer them to hospitals as
and when necessary.

All foreign students shall have to undergo HIV/
AIDS test done at this Center.

5. Assistance on Arrival (ICCR Scholars)

Before leaving for India, students may write to the
Indian Council for Cultural Relations, Azad
Bhawan, Indraprastha Estate, New Delhi-110002,
whose representatives will do their best to meet
them on arrival.

6. Banking

Students should get Indian currency at the point of
arrival to meet their immediate needs.  There is a
branch of Indian Bank, Jamia Millia Islamia in the
University Campus, which transacts all normal
banking business for benefits of students, staff and
faculty members.

7. Registration with Foreigner Regional
Registration Office (FRRO)

Upon arrival in India every foreign Student must
be registered with the FRRO within 14 days from
the date of first entry into India.  The FRRO can
impose heavy fines if this registration is delayed
or not done.

NOTE: -

General guidelines for admission to IASE courses:

(1) Admission to all the courses in IASE will be made on
the basis of merit determined by aggregate of marks
obtained in Written Test having a weightage of 85%
marks and Interview with weightage of 15% marks.

(2) Candidates for the interview shall be selected from
the merit list prepared on the basis of tests scores to
the extent of approximately three times the number
of seats to be filled in each teaching subject/ reserved
category, from amongst the candidates securing at
least 33% marks in the Written Test. However, this
condition of minimum 33% marks in test will not
apply to SC/ ST candidates.

(3) All the candidates having the minimum qualifying
marks for General Seats will be considered for General
Seats also irrespective of the category to which they
belong.

(6) Hindi/ English Medium and Urdu Medium seats are
not interchangeable/ transferable.

(7) The distribution of SC/ ST reserved seats in the ratio
of 2:1 (15% & 7 ½ %) will apply to total numbers of
seats and not to individual subjects or subject
category.

(8) If seats are left unfilled in any category, such seats
shall be transferred to the General Category. However,
seats reserved for SC/ ST candidates are not
transferable to General Category.

(9) Urdu Medium Seats: The candidates applying for
Urdu Medium seats in Social Science and Science
Groups should have passed High School or higher
examination with Urdu as an optional subject. Easy
Urdu or Elementary Urdu will not be treated as a
subject for consideration under this category.

(10) Those who have passed their B.A. Examination in
one language only, after completing an examination
conducted by language education institution (e.g.
Sahitya Ratna, Adib-i-Kamil) are NOT eligible for
admission.

(11) While calculating the percentage of marks secured
by a candidate only those marks shall be considered
which are taken into account by the concerned board/
university for the purpose of awarding Division/ Class.

20. FACULTY OF ENGINEERING &
TECHNOLOGY

Faculty of Engineering and Technology was established in
the year 1985. The Faculty is presently running
undergraduate courses in major disciplines leading to the
degree of B. Tech. (the most sought after course) in Civil,
Electrical, Mechanical, Electronics & Communication and
Computer Engineering. Post-graduate courses in
Environmental Science and Engineering, Electrical Power
System Management, Business Administration and M.Sc.
Electronics are also offered. Research Programmes leading
to the degree of Ph.D. are also offered by all the departments.
The Faculty is also running Evening Courses (part-time) in
Civil, Electrical, Mechanical, Electronics & Communication
and Computer Engineering at undergraduate (B.E.) level.
The Evening Courses at B.E. level are designed and
conducted to provide opportunities to improve technical
qualification of in-service Diploma holders with the
objective to equip the students with the knowledge and
experience of modern technology relevant to their
profession. The M.B.A. (Evening) Course is being run in
the Faculty for in-service engineers, executives and
managers. In addition to these courses, Jamia Polytechnic
offers Diploma Engineering courses. As an extension of
continuing education program, Jamia Polytechnic also offers
part- time Diploma Engineering courses in the evening for
in-service vocational professionals.

Faculty of Engineering and Technology has well qualified
faculty members in all the departments. The laboratories of
all the departments are well equipped and strengthening of
these laboratories are continuously pursued. The Faculty
has its own library and computer centre in addition to the

central library and computer centre to cater to the specialised
needs of the students of the Faculty. The University has an
excellent facility for the games & sports (indoor and outdoor
both) and gymnastics, which is shared by all the faculties.

In all such courses that follow Semester System, each
Academic Year (52 weeks) is divided into two semesters
viz. odd semester and even semester each of which is
ordinarily of 20 weeks duration followed by Winter
vacation and Summer vacation respectively. The
Academic Schedule for all the semesters is notified by
Dean's office at the commencement of the Annual
Academic session. End Semester Examinations are
conducted and completed in two weeks time allotted for
this purpose.

20.1REGULAR COURSES

20.1.1 Ph.D. Programme

The Faculty of Engineering and Technology is making
sincere efforts to make the Faculty as one of the centres
of academic excellence in the emerging areas. The
Faculty has established academic and research
collaborations with  some leading institutions and
universities in India and abroad. The Faculty of
Engineering and Technology is offering research
programme at Ph.D. level in all the Departments of
Engineering and of Applied Sciences.
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20.1.2 M. Tech. in Electrical Power System
Management (Department of Electrical
Engineering)

Faculty of Engineering & Technology is offering a four-
semester postgraduate programme leading to M.Tech. in
Electrical Power System Management (EPSM) under the
Department of Electrical Engineering.

The course will have full-time candidates, both fresh
graduates and also in-service Engineers duly sponsored by
their respective employers. The sponsored candidates (full-
time) will complete the course in four semesters along with
the regular students. The sponsored candidates can also
complete the course in six semesters as a part-time
programme, for which their classes will be arranged along
with the full-time students.

(i) Number of Seats

As per the AICTE approval, 10 non-sponsored candidates
(5 half-time assistantship and 5 Non assistantship) and
5 sponsored candidates will be admitted to the M.Tech.
course. Three seats for SC/ ST candidates shall be over
and above the intake, as per the AICTE approval.

(ii) Minimum Requirements for Admission

(a) Bachelor Degree in Electrical Engineering from a
recognized University with not less than 60% marks
in an absolute system or a minimum grade of 6.75 on
a 10 point scale will be considered for admission.

(b) All non-sponsored Candidates should have a valid
Graduate Aptitude Test in Engineering (GATE) score.
However, if sufficient candidates with GATE score
are not available, then candidates with minimum
requirement as in 20.1.2(ii)(i) will be considered for
admission.

(c) A sponsored candidate should be a teacher/researcher
in a Government, Semi government or Private
Educational Institution with two years teaching /
research experience after passing the qualifying
examination. A sponsored candidate can also be an
employee in a Government or Semi-government
organization / Public Sector Unit, with not less than
two years Industrial or field experience in the relevant
area after passing the qualifying examination.
Preference will be given to the candidates in the
academic profession or with R & D organisations.

(iii) Mode of Admission

The applicants are required to submit the self attested copies
of the mark-sheets (all years/ semesters) of qualifying
examination, GATE score card, Caste Certificate (if

applicable), experience/ NOC (for sponsored candidates)
along with the application form.

(a). The mode of Selection for the non-sponsored
candidates will be as follows:

All the applications received will be short-listed by a
duly constituted Screening Committee of the
Department, up to three times the number of seats
available, on the basis of performance in GATE and
marks of the qualifying exam., with a relative weightage
of 70 marks for the GATE score and 15 marks for the
qualifying exam. The short listed candidates will appear
for an interview with a weightage of 15 marks. The
selection will be made on the basis of final marks
obtained (Final score sheet will be out of 100).

(b). Sponsored candidates for the full-time programme
will be selected on the basis of the final marks
obtained with a relative weightage of 85 marks for
the qualifying exam and 15 marks for the interview
(final score sheet will be out of 100).

(c). All the short-listed candidates will be interviewed by
a duly constituted Interview Committee.

(iv) Financial Assistance

A scheme for the award of Teaching/Research Assistantship
for providing financial assistance to the students is available.
In terms of this scheme, students admitted to M.Tech.
programme on full-time basis are considered for the award
of 'Half Time' Research/Teaching Assistantship under which
they will be paid Rs.5000/- per month. The maximum
duration for which assistantship can be awarded to an
M.Tech. student is 4 semesters. In return, the student shall
have to render 8 hours per week of assistance outside his
normal academic work as assigned by the Head of the
Department. Only five full-time students (other than
sponsored students) in the order of merit who have qualified
GATE are eligible for assistantship. In the first instance,
the assistantship is awarded only for one semester.
Thereafter, continuation of the assistantship during each
semester is contingent upon satisfactory academic
performance and satisfactory performance in the discharge
of responsibilities assigned under the scheme. For this
purpose, an aggregate of 60% marks at the end of the
semester is treated as satisfactory academic performance.

(v) Time Limit for completing the Course

The time limit for completing the course is 4 years for full-
time and 5 years for part-time students after admission to
the course in the first year.
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20.2.3 M. Tech. in Mechanical Engineering
(Machine Design, Thermal Engineering,
Production & Industrial Engineering)

The Faculty is offering a four-semester postgraduate course
leading to the degree of M.Tech. (Mechanical Engineering)
with specialization in three streams, namely Machine
Design, Thermal Engineering and Production-Industrial
Engineering.   The courses deal with both theoretical and
experimental aspects, Department of Mechanical
Engineering has well equipped, state of art laboratories,
interacts with the industries and real life problems are taken
as project work for final year students both at graduate and
postgraduate levels.

This is a full time regular course and will have only full-
time candidates, both fresh graduates and also in-service
engineers duly sponsored by their respective employers.

(i) Minimum requirement for admission

(a) First Class Bachelor’s Degree in Mechanical
Engineering, Production Engineering, Automobile
Engineering, Manufacturing and Automation
Engineering from a recognized University.

(b) The candidate having valid GATE Score will be
preferred.  However, at the moment, no scholarship
is available under this category.

(ii) Number of Seats

As per the AICTE approval, 6 students will be admitted in
each stream of course. Total number of seats is 18.

(iii) Mode of Admission

The applicants are required to submit the self-attested
copies of the marks sheets (all years/semesters) of
qualifying examination, GATE Score Card, Caste
Certificate (if applicable), experience/NOC (for
sponsored candidates) along with the application form.

(a) The Mode of Selection for the non-sponsored
candidates will be as follows:

All the applications received will be short-listed by a duly
constituted Screening Committee, up to three times the
number of seats available, on the basis of performance in
the qualifying examination, with a relative weightage of 50
marks for the qualifying examination and 35 marks for
GATE Score/Experience. The short listed candidates will
appear for an interview with a weightage of 15 marks.  The
selection will be made on the basis of final marks obtained
(final score sheet will be out of 100).

(b) All the shortlisted candidates will be interviewed by
a duly constituted Interview Committee.   A candidate
must appear in the interview to get admission.

20.2.4.  M. Sc. Electronics (Department of
  Applied Sciences & Humanities)

The Faculty of Engineering & Technology is offering a
two-year Post-graduate Programme in Electronics in the
Department of Applied Sciences and Humanities. The

course lays strong emphasis on the fundamentals of
Electronic Science and its applied aspects. It also exposes
the students to the state of art in design of electronic
circuits and systems.

(i) Number of Seats

The Number of seats available in M.Sc Electronics is 30.

(ii) Minimum Requirements for Admission

B.Sc. (Hons.) Electronics/ Physics/ Instrumentation or
B. Appl. Sc. (Hons) in Instrumentation/ B. Applied Sc.
in Instrumentation/ B.Sc. Instrumentation/ B.Sc
(Electronics)/ B.Sc. (pass) with Physics, Maths as
optional subjects with at least 50% marks or equivalent
grade in qualifying examination.

(iii) Mode of Admission

The admission to this course will be made on the basis of merit
determined by an Entrance Test of 3 hrs duration with a
weightage of 170 marks followed by an Interview with a
weightage of 30 marks to be conducted by a duly constituted
Interview Committee. The medium of Test will be English and
attending the Interview shall be compulsory for the candidates
who qualify in the Entrance Test. Syllabus for the Entrance Test
for this course is given on the Jamia’s website.

(iv) Time Limit for completing the Course

The time limit for completing the course is 4 years after
admission to the course in the first year.

20.2.5. Bachelor of Technology (B. Tech.)

The Faculty of Engineering and Technology offers a four
year (8 Semesters) Under-Graduate Programme leading
to the degree of B. Tech. in Civil, Mechanical, Electrical,
Electronics & Communication, and Computer
Engineering.

marks to be conducted by a duly constituted Interview
Committee. The medium of Entrance Test will be English
and attending the Interview shall be compulsory for the
candidates who qualify in the Entrance Test. Syllabus for
the Entrance Test for this course is given in the prospectus.

(iv) Time Limit for completing the Course

The time limit for completing the course is 7 years after
admission to the course in the first year.

(v) Syllabus for B. Tech. Entrance Test

There shall be one paper containing three sections viz.
Physics, Chemistry & Maths. All questions will be objective
type as expected in the CBSE 10+2 examination.

Physics:

Units and dimensions, SI units, displacement, velocity,
kinematics in one and two dimensions with constant
acceleration, projectiles, motion, concepts of relative
motion, circular motion. Newton's Laws of motion, concepts
of inertial frame, momentum and energy, universal law of
gravitation, variation of the acceleration due to gravity with
altitude and latitude. Kepler's Law of motion of planets and
satellites, simple harmonic motion. Centre of mass of a
system of particles, elastic and inelastic collision in one
dimension, rigid bodies, moments of inertia of simple shapes
like ring, disc, cylinder and sphere, angular momentum,
torque, conservation of angular momentum. Hook's law,
Young's Modulus shear and bulk moduli, principle of
buoyancy, pressure in a fluid wave motion, concepts of
amplitude, frequency and phase, longitudinal and transverse
waves, progressive and stationary waves, vibration of string
and air columns, resonance, Doppler's effect, Thermal
expansion of solids, liquids, and gas, gas laws, absolute
temperature, specific heat, Cp, Cv, isothermal and adiabatic
processes, calorimetry, latent heat, equivalence of heat and
work, conduction, convection and radiation, Elements of
Kinetic Theory of gases, pressure of an ideal gas
equipartition of energy, Coulomb's law, electric field, lines
of force, electric potential. capacitors in series and parallel,
energy stored in a capacitor, electric current, Ohm's law,

Series and parallel arrangement of resistances and cells,
Krichoff's Laws, Wheatstone bridge and its applications,
heating effect of current, current carrying wire in a magnetic
field, moving coil, galvanometer, ammeter, voltmeter,
Ampere's law, Faraday's Law, Lorentz Force, effect of
magnetic field on current carrying conductors, Maxwell's
equations, curved mirrors and thin lenses, magnification,
microscope and telescope, wave nature of light, interference
phenomena, Young's double silt experiment, fringe width,
polarisation of light, cathode rays radioactive law of decay,
half life, photo-electric effect, Bohr's theory of hydrogen
like atoms, X-rays production and properties, diode
rectification and triode amplification, Atomic nucleus,
binding energy, nuclear energy by fission and fusion,
elementary properties of semi conductors and devices based
on them, Michelson Morley experiment, postulates of
special theory of relativity.

shapes of molecules, VSEPR Concept, molecular orbital
theory, solid state, X-ray studies of crystals, packing in
crystals, crystal lattices, Internal energy, enthalpy, Hess's
Law, entropy, free energy, heat of reactions, concept of
chemical equilibrium, Law of Equilibrium, Le Chatelier's
Principle and its applications, ionisation of electrolytes, acid
base equilibrium, solubility product, ionization of water,
pH, redox reactions, Galvanic cell and its EMF, electrode
potential, effects of temperature and concentration,
electrolysis, Oxidation number, Solutions, lowering of
vapour pressure, Raoult's Law, chemical kinetics, rates of
reaction, its dependence on concentration, order of a
reaction, factors affecting rate of a reaction, rate constant,
half life period of first order reaction, absorption, colloidal
state, preparation and properties of colloidal solutions, gold
no, radioactivity, half life, Carbon dating, chemical
thermodynamics.

23.  FACULTY OF FINE ARTS
The Department of Fine Arts and Art Education now has
become the Faculty of Fine Arts on December 3, 2007.  The
Faculty is comprised of six departments: Applied Art,
Painting, Sculpture, Art Education, Graphic Art (Print
Making) and Art History and Art Appreciation.

The Faculty of Fine Arts was established in 1951 when
Mr. Abul Kalam laid the foundation of the Arts Institute
at the Jamia Millia Islamia. The objective was to impart
training to Art and Craft teachers with the modern
concept and methods of Art Education. In 1967 the Arts
Institute became the Department of Art and Craft
Education and a part of the Teachers’ Training College.
In the year 1980-81 it became the department of Fine
Arts and Art Education and started the professional
courses in B.F.A. in Painting, Applied Art and Sculpture.
The B.A. (Hons.) course in Art and Art Education has
now been modified to B.F.A. in Art Education to develop
it into a comprehensive degree program for Art teachers.

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24. ANWAR JAMAL KIDWAI MASS
COMMUNICATION RESEARCH

CENTRE

The AJK Mass Communication Research Centre was
established in 1982 by Anwar Jamal Kidwai who was Vice
Chancellor of Jamia Millia Islamia and later the Chairman
of the Centre. Mr. Kidwai, after whom the Centre is named,
visualized the Mass Communication Research Centre as a
continuing endeavour to engage with the common people
of India. He was aware of the increasing realization in the
country that Mass Communication is an essential catalyst
for social development and change and an essential part of
popular culture.

The AJK MCRC was set up in collaboration with York
University, Toronto (Canada) and the Canadian
International Development Agency (CIDA). Under the
agreement the CIDA gifted the MCRC a wide range of
sophisticated media equipments for its studios, editing set
ups and outdoor production work while York University
provided the first generation of teachers. The energetic team
was led by the reputed documentary filmmaker, Professor
James Beveridge who was a close associate of John
Grierson, the pioneering documentary filmmaker.

THE CENTRE FOR EDUCATIONAL CON-
SORTIUM (CEC) OF UNIVERSITY GRANTS
COMMISSION

The AJKMCRC is also known for the high quality
educational programmes it has been producing for more
than two decades now for the CEC of the University Grants
Commission (U.G.C.).  In a country like India, where
particularly in rural areas educational infrastructure for
higher education are inadequate, television can play an
important role in education.  It is with this aim that UGC
started its UGC-INSAT Television Project in 1984, to cater
to the needs of under-graduate students studying in rural
and semi-urban places.  The AJKMCRC has so far produced
over 1000 Programmes. Today it is a leading production
centre of educational programmes for CEC, and endeavors
to work with a new vigor in this direction in future.

RADIO JAMIA

The AJKMCRC as a part of its social commitment and
responsibility towards the community within which it is
situated, runs a community radio station on 90.4 FM.
Addressing itself to the residents of the Jamia area, RADIO
JAMIA broadcasts  educational, enrichment and a wide
range of rich socio-cultural programmes. These
programmes can be heard around 10 kilometres radius of
the Jamia campus. Currently, the radio programmes are
produced by the students and the faculty of the AJKMCRC
in collaboration with different groups and organizations in

Delhi. RADIO JAMIA is a space that provides an excellent
learning experience to our students. Keeping in mind the
growth of the Radio industry in India, RADIO Jamia
conducts a  3 weeks long internships for interested students
of mass communication/ electronics/telecommunication or
equivalent and community members.

PRODUCTION FACILITIES AT THE
A.J.K.M.C.R.C.

The AJKMCRC is distinguished by its cutting edge techni-
cal infrastructure & production facilities. There are three
fully equipped T.V. Studios for multi-camera productions
and adequate number of DV cameras (PD-150, PD-170,
Z1, DSR 570 and Panasonic DVX 100) with accessories
for single camera shoots. Other production equipment in-
cludes non-linear editing machines of the G5 series (Final
Cut Pro) with dual processors for Film & Video, Avid
Adrenaline Media Composers, Film cameras (16SR-3),
Steenbeck Film Editing machines, Digital Audio Work Sta-
tions, Graphics and Animation systems and Still Photogra-
phy equipments. The MCRC updates its production facili-
ties periodically to keep pace with the changing technol-
ogy and demands of the profession.  The Centre is in the
process of upgrading its production facilities with  state of
the Art equipment by a Special grant from the government.
The Centre has created a Multimedia Lab mainly for the
students of journalism, with 50 work stations loaded with
softwares such as Quark Express, Final Cut pro, Nuendo,
Photoshop and Corel Draw etc. This allows students to
design newspapers and magazines, make multimedia pack-
ages for Websites, edit sound and visuals etc, all under one
roof in the Multimedia Lab. There are separate multimedia
labs. for the students of Animation, Photography, and
Broadcast System Maintenance with the latest softwares.
Recently the Centre has acquired Card based P2 cameras,
remote controlled digital cameras, multicamera outdoor
recording units (Anycast), Piccalo crane with remote head,
and Magnum Dolly.

MEDIA LIBRARY

For their specific interest as students of Mass
Communication, a Media Library has been provided which
has a very rich collection of books, journals, films, video
cassettes, audio cassettes, stock shots, and press clippings.
It caters to the production and professional needs of the
students and producers. The library has the finest and latest
collection of media books, films etc. for the students and
research scholars of the Centre.   Students are entitled to
use the Dr. Zakir Hussain Library of the University for their
wider  intellectual interest.

MEDIA RESOURCE CENTRE

MCRC has set up a Media Resource Centre (MRC) with
the help of a three-year grant from the Sir Ratan Tata Trust
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(SRTT), Mumbai. The MRC is devoted to archiving,
research and theoretical studies with a special focus on
Documentary Films and Asian Cinema. In order to engage
with a wide range of contemporary works that deploy a
diversity of narrative styles, the term documentary is
defined expansively.  It houses a comprehensive and curated
collection of fiction, non-fiction and experimental films,
journals, books, monographs and catalogues. Over a period
of time, the MRC hopes to archive photographic collections,
posters and other memorabilia associated with diverse
documentary practices. The MRC also holds seminars,
conferences, workshops, special screenings and a speaker
series.

THE ANNUAL A.J. KIDWAI MEMORIAL
LECTURE

In 2006, the AJK MCRC launched the Annual AJK
Memorial Lecture series in memory of Anwar Jamal
Kidwai, founder and the first Chairman of the MCRC. The
First AJ Kidwai Memorial Lecture titled ‘Media and
Minorities: Divesting Minorities of their Citizenship’ was
delivered by noted journalist and social activist Teesta
Setalwad. The second lecture was delivered by Mr. M.J.
Akbar, a renowned Journalist, on Nehru’s India. And the
third by the eminent film Director, Mr. Shyam Benegal on
“Making of the Films I have made”.

MEMBER OF CILECT

The AJK MCRC has become a permanent member of the
prestigious Centre International De Liaison Des
Ecoles De Cinema Et De Television (CILECT).  This
Centre represents the leading media schools of the world.

COURSES OF STUDY

The Centre presently offers the following full time
programmes/courses:

1. Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.)

The Centre offers a Ph.D. programme for students and
media professionals who would like to further their
academic qualifications. Scholars interested in areas of
media studies, journalism, cultural studies, Film studies and
interdisciplinary work in relation with gender studies,
humanities, media technology, Radio, Still Photography,
etc can register for the Ph.D. programme at the centre

2. M.A. in Mass Communication

The graduates of M.A. Mass Communication are expected
to be media professionals with strong conceptual and
technical skills who are ready to choose a diversity of career
options in radio, photography, film, video & TV Production.
The two-year intensive course imparts learning in technical
and conceptual skills through both hands-on production
work and theoretical academic work. The graduates of

MCRC have over the years distinguished themselves in a
diversity of media related careers. They are contributing
energetically to various media institutions and industries
as producers, directors, reporters, editors, camerapersons,
writers, independent film-makers, teachers, scholars,
designers, media practitioners and installation artists.

3. M.A. in Convergent Journalism

Responding to the growing needs of the news industry AJK
MCRC introduced a post graduate diploma course in
Journalism in 2005. The success of that course encouraged
the Centre to convert it into a master’s degree course in
‘Convergent journalism’ from 2007. Students of both the
batches of ‘P.G. Diploma in Journalism’ are currently
working in leading TV news channels, radio stations and
newspapers in India and abroad. ‘M.A Convergent
Journalism’, the only course of its kind available in India,
is an integrated course of Print, Broadcast (Radio and
Television), Online, and Photo Journalism. The main
objective of this course is to produce skilled and trained
journalists, for all the four streams of journalism; journalists
who are committed to the issues of ethics, social relevance
and human rights. The syllabus of the course is designed
to equip the students with the skills and knowledge
necessary for a career in any of the above mentioned
streams of journalism as reporters, news writers, copy
editors and producers.

4. P.G. Diploma in Development Communication

The course attempts to produce professional
communicators who can make effective and strategic
interventions in various development processes. To this end
the course attempts to train students to understand the use
and potential of traditional and contemporary media such
as print, radio, video and television while educating them
about the specific social issues of developing countries in
general and India in particular.

5. P.G. Diploma in Still Photography & Visual
Communication

The objective of the course is to produce Still Photographers
with a sensitivity towards visual media to cater to various
branches of Still Photography, such as Photojournalism,
Advertising Photography, Industrial Photography, Science,
Life Style, Documentary and Research based photography
etc. The course is designed to equip and impart knowledge
to the students towards trends, issues and debates of culture
and ethics vis-a-vis photographed images that have
prevailed throughout in this field.

6. P.G. Diploma in Graphics and Animation

Graphics and Animation have been internationally
acclaimed as an effective medium for story telling and
presentation.  It has now turned into a massive industry.
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The Animation film makers are in great demand  in India
and abroad. The course is an intensive one year programme,
designed to give equal emphasis on the art as well as  craft
of animation, covering everything from principles of
animation to scripting and story boarding  to the latest high-
end 3D softwares.

7. P.G. Diploma in Broadcast System Maintenance

The advent of Satellite Broadcast and proliferation of T.V.
and Radio Channels and Production companies have
created an unprecedented demand for personnel who can

support the technical infrastructure required for production
and transmission.  Through lectures, discussions and
extensive  hands-on experience, the course seeks to train
engineers and technicians to handle, operate, repair, and
maintain production and broadcast equipment.

8. Short Courses

The Centre conducts Short Courses for media professionals/
in-service personnel/teachers/media critics/journalist/media
students and others. The Courses are also conducted on
the request of the organization/institution if required
number of participants are nominated.

Attendance

A student will be required to attend a minimum of 75%
classes in aggregate before he/she is sent up for annual
examinations in any of the courses. The classes are inclusive
of theory lectures, field exercises, practical work and guest
lectures.  The detailed rules of attendance shall be made
available to the students on getting admission.

Performance and Evaluation

The performance of students will be evaluated regularly
through internal assignments, competency tests and
practical exercises. The procedure of evaluation may vary
due to difference in the nature of the subjects being taught.

In
several courses the students will learn to operate complex
and expensive equipment.

WORLD STUDIES
The Academy of Third World Studies (later named after
Maulana Mohamed Ali 'Jauhar') was established in 1988
at the initiative of the then Prime Minister of India, Shri.
Rajiv Gandhi, initially as a Project of the University under
the Honorary Directorship of Mr. U.S. Bajpai. It was
conceived as an inter-disciplinary centre to conduct
researches on political, social and economic issues specific
to developing societies. It continued to function as a project
till 1998, when the University Grants Commission
accorded to the Academy the formal status of a full-fledged
centre of research.

The Academy is an interdisciplinary research institute that
undertakes studies in a comparative frame on strategies
of planning and socio-economic development,
international relations, national movements and cultural
relations. It investigates and documents case studies of
economic, social, cultural and political changes and studies
institutional structures set up for planning and
development. Besides organizing regular international and
national seminars, workshops and discussions, the
Academy prepares research monographs and maintains a
fairly large library - Dr. Abid Husain Library - with 15,000
books and 5000 periodicals. Prof. Mushirul Hasan's gifted
volumes on M.A. Jinnah papers are among its important
assets.

The Academy maintains regular interactions with
universities, research institutes, and other relevant
institutions in developing countries and with agencies of
the United Nations, engaged in the tasks covered by the
Academy. The Academy also provides consultancy
services in the fields of development, planning and
administration.

UZBEK LANGUAGE COURSES
The languages of Central Asia have close affinity with the
Turkish family of languages with, by and large, common
rules of grammar and vocabulary. Uzbek, or Chagtai Turkish
has a rich literary heritage. Nevertheless, Uzbek is the lingua
franca in the Central Asia region.

The Academy offers the following courses.

3. Diploma in Uzbek Language
Eligibility : A candidate who has passed the Certificate
course in Uzbek language from any university or recognized
institution, along with Senior Secondary School
Examination (10+2) with 45% marks in the aggregate or an
equivalent qualification from an Indian Educational Board/

Pending the final approval of
the Visitor (President of India) on the establishment of the
Center of Management Studies, the University has constituted
an Advisory Committee under the chairmanship of the Vice-
Chancellor with prominent academics and professionals in
management and business education as member to oversee
and guide the program of the Centre.

1. Ph.D. Programme

The Centre offers Ph.D. program in management.

2. MBA (Full-Time) Programme

The MBA (Full Time) Program, launched from the academic
session 2003-04, is aimed at preparing management
professionals for the global business needs. The course
contents, duration and methodology of the program is largely
based on latest UGC Model Curriculum for MBA. Besides,
the program is designed to be unique in the sense that it
seeks to emphasize on global business perspectives.

Eligibility : Applicants must hold a Bachelor's Degree
(10+2+3) from a recognized University in any discipline
with at least 50% Marks in aggregate or an equivalent Grade.

Number of Seats : 60

Major Highlights of the MBA (Full Time) Program are:

2. Qualified full-time Faculty supported by strong

Critical Reasoning : Intended to assess aspirants' ability
to analyze arguments, find underlying assumptions, discern
flaws in arguments and ascertain their validity and also to
assess aspirants' ability to critically evaluate statements and
situations; the questions in this part shall be based on short
passages.

Reading Comprehension : Intended to assess candidates'
ability to understand and analyze information presented in
text and also to assess aspirants' ability to apply concepts
and information presented in a passage to parallel situations,
in this part, candidates shall be provided one or more
passages accompanied by sets of questions.

Section II : Quantitative Aptitude & numerical ability ;  This
section is intended to assess the quantitative aptitudes of
the applicants. Intended to evaluate aspirants' understanding
and ability to apply the knowledge of basic mathematical
concepts, this section shall have questions pertaining to
functions, algebra, coordinate system, inequalities, time,
speed, distance, ratios and proportions, sets, profit & loss,
simple and compound interest and elementary statistics
central tendency, dispersion, Probability.

Section III : Data Analysis and Sufficiency: Intended to
measure candidates' ability to analyze a situation and make
decisions based on available data, this section shall have
questions based on data given either in a tabular form or in
the form of diagrams of different types, this section shall
comprise of questions based on graphs, tables, bar chart
etc.
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Section IV : Reasoning and General Intelligence: Intended
to assess aspirants' ability and capacity to draw inferences
from various given situations and their ability to use logic
and general intelligence, this section will have questions
that will require aspirants to use logic to draw inferences
and make effective decisions.

Special Assistance for MBA (Full Time) Students:

(I) Merit Scholarship: Three Cash Scholarships shall
be given as under -

1. Cash Scholarship of Rs.20,000/- to the student who
secures highest marks in the combined merit of
semester I and semester II of the MBA (Full Time)
programme.

2. Cash Scholarship of Rs.15,000/- to the student who
secures second highest marks in the combined merit
of semester I and semester II of the MBA (Full
Time) programme.

3. Cash Scholarship of Rs.10,000/- to the student who
secures third highest marks in the combined merit
of semester I and semester II of the MBA (Full
Time) programme.

4. The Merit Scholarship shall be distributed through
the Dean, Students' Welfare on the basis of marks
as certified by the Controller of Examinations.

(II) Means Scholarship: A Maximum of 12

4. If the need be, the committee may conduct
interviews of the applicants and may ask the
applicants to produce such documents as it

deems fit to assess the social and economic
needs and merit of the applicants.

(III) Scholarship for International Exchange
Programme :

1. The University has entered into MoUs with a
number of international universities and
institutions of higher education. In order to
extend the benefit of educational exchange
programme to the students, the Centre for
Management Studies encourages its students to
participate in such academic exchange
programme as summer schools, winter schools,
internships, seminars, symposia conferences etc.

2. To facilitate the participation of MBA (Full-
Time) students in the above activities,
scholarship in the form of contribution to the
extent of 50% of the travel expenses and
Registration Fees for the course as prescribed
by the partner universities shall be provided to
the selected students out of the CMS Scholarship
funds, subject to the availability of funds.

For this, the UGC sanctioned a mini computer with few
termianls and some technical positions. It was further
strengthend by UGC in 1996 and 2003 through sanctioing
further technical staff support.  The computer centre was
transfered to a Centre for Information Technology in 2002.
From 2000 onwards, the Centre has made tremendous
growth and has developed into a true ICT Centre, engaged
in the following activities:

z Management of the University's Website.

z Management of the Local Area Network in the campus.

z Providing Internet and Mailing Facility to the users in
the University.

z Providing Management Information System services.

z Conducting Computer Training Programs

z Serving as a nodal centre for UGC's Infonet Programme
in the University.

Jamia Millia Islamia has the distinction of being one of the
few universities in   the country with a large computer
network in the campus with a LAN using  optical fibre as
the backbone. The existing network  covers all faculties,
departments and offices, as well as  the schools, hostels
and bank in the University. Currently, the total number of
Internet Nodes is  more than 2700. More than a dozen
builidings have wifi connectivity.

The Center is also providing the Internet facility on 24x7
basis through a 2 Mbps terrestrial leased line from ERNET
India and 6 Mbps radicolink from STPI NOIDA.

The centre has setup  a "Knowledge Lab" to facilitate
teachers and academicians to prepare lectures in digitized
form , which could be accessed through the Intranet of the
University.

37. JAMIA'S PREMCHAND
ARCHIVES & LITERARY

Vice-Chancellor Prof. Mushirul Hasan at the Jamia
Convocation in 2004 in the presence of  the then President
of Indian Republic, Dr. A. P. J. Abdul Kalam and the
Hon'ble Minister for Human Resource Development, Shri
Arjun Singh mooted the idea of an Archives on Munshi
Premchand. Recognizing and acknowledging Premchand
as the father of  Hindi/Urdu novel, and a great writer
whose writings have not only influenced social, political
and cultural consciousness in India at a popular level but
also whose life and works made him the spirit behind the
anti-colonial struggle of the Indian people. As a
representative institution of Premchand legacy as well
as composite culture of Urdu and Hindi, the University
dedicated its Archives to memory of Munshi Premchand,
the most secular icon and an intellect who gave Indian
literature a new meaning and purpose. The Centre
collects and preserves manuscripts, photographs, his
letter and his writings-published and unpublished-works
on him and his work-translation.

In addition to Premchand, the Archives also houses
private papers, photographs and personal collections of
national leaders like:

39. ARJUN SINGH CENTRE FOR
DISTANCE AND OPEN

LEARNING

Jamia Millia Islamia with the assistance of Distance
Education Council has established a Centre for Distance
and Open Learning in September, 2002, with the aim to
join the open learning system in providing opportunities
for higher education to those who are not able to draw
benefit from the conventional system. The Jamia Millia
Islamia, being a Central University, has national
jurisdiction. The Open Learning System allows a learner
to determine his pace of learning and provides education
almost at door-steps of the learner. The mode of transaction
is through self-learning print material,  audio and video
programmes. It has further scope of students accessing
material through internet and various other media.The
Centre offers the following programmes: (i) B.Ed. (ii)
Diploma in Power Generation Engineering (DPGE) (iii)
Diploma in Power Transmission Engineering (DPTE) (iv)

(vii) M.A. English (viii) Bachelor of Commerce (B.Com.)
(ix) Certificate in Computer Information Technology
(CCIT) (x) Advanced Diploma in Computer Hardware &
Network Technology-(ADCHNT).  These programmes are
run through 25 Programmes/Study Centres in the states of
New Delhi, Punjab, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Chattisgarh,
Orissa, Gujrat and Bihar.

The Centre is in developing stage and many new
programmes will be introduced in near future, which will

40. DR. ZAKIR HUSAIN
INSTITUTE OF ISLAMIC

STUDIES
Dr. Zakir Husain Institute of Islamic Studies, Jamia Millia
Islamia, New Delhi, was established in 1971 in memory of
late Dr. Zakir Husain, one of the main promoters and sustainers
of the Jamia Millia Islamia, a great educationist and a former
President of India, who believed in the creative civilisational
Core of Islam. The Institute was set up with a view to promote
the rational understanding of Islam with special reference to
the points which can help in solving the problems of the
modern age. It also aims at the study of movements of
liberalization and modernization in Islamic countries. Apart
from the "Monthly Jamia", the Institute brings out two quarterly
journals; one in English and other in Urdu namely "Islam and
the Modern Age" and "Islam Aur Asr-e-Jadeed" respectively.
